Criteria

· Has given outstanding service to the GA.  (Longevity is not enough).  

· Has held one or several posts within the GA of a period of years (not necessarily without a break).

· Has helped to foster the aims and objectives of the Association in a variety of ways.

· Has normally held Senior Office in the GA and has worked at a national level.

· Has retired from full-time employment.

Procedure

1. Honorary Membership can be proposed by any member of the Geographical Association, on the appropriate form available on the GA website.  The nomination must be seconded by a member of the GA. The nomination should address the criteria and provide any other relevant information.

2. The form should be sent by email or by post to the GA Executive Assistant (Ricky Buck) at GA headquarters to arrive by 31st December.
3. The Governing Body will consider nominations for election to Honorary Membership, once a year, at its March meeting.
