



Bewdley barriers keep water at bay

BEWDLEY'S flood barriers sheltered town residents from the weekend's torrential downpours. The aluminium defences were put up on both sides of the river on Saturday and are expected to continue to keep the water at bay.

Lyn Fraley, spokeswoman for the Environment Agency, said: "At the moment, the river levels in Bewdley are stable. There is a peak expected tomorrow afternoon, where the river will rise slightly. This should not affect the area, as only the defences will get wet."

She added: "The weather will determine when the barriers will be taken down. Due to the river levels, there is still a need for them."

So far, some residents of Riddings Close have suffered slight flooding.  Anne Mace, Bewdley's Mayor, said: "The flooding in Bewdley has not been too bad but I'm keeping my fingers crossed in the hope that things do not get any worse."
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
