	1.  What makes our home British?

Where does our traditional food come from? Can we link traditional foods to early settlers?  How 'British' is it?  How do foods and their origins help us begin to understand the character of the UK?


	· Pupils (whole class) to brainstorm: What is Geography?

· Pupils (working in pairs) to read photos using a Vision Frame

· Pupils (working in pairs & interactively) locating foods on the map of the British Isles.  IWB contribution.

· Pupils (individually) to read about the early settlers and past migrations to the UK (as early as 400BC).  Complete worksheets.
	To discover how food enables us to understand the character of place.  Stimulate thinking and find out what pupils already know about links between the foods we eat and where they originate (places). 

Pupils can begin to explore why food has changed over time - links to climate, development, agriculture, landscape, migration, population (human and physical geographies), etc, AND how this has affected the character of place (human geographies!).  The challenge is to identify the two-way link: changing food <-> changing Britain?

	2.  Are we all from the same place? Britain, UK, British Isles, or something bigger?
Where does our music come from?  Can music also help us learn about the character of place?  Is Britain part of something bigger - global? What is it to be British?
	· Pupils to complete a table on 'The Character of Place'

· Pupils to identify the different characteristics of countries, which make up the UK

· Pupils to classify the different 'traditional' music under headings of those countries, which make up the UK (IWB).  Whole class discussion on linking music to geography and character of place.

· Pupils to contribute their favourite music - how different is it to 'traditional' music and why?

· Individual activity: Mix'n'Match - migrations to UK and links to music

· Pupils brainstorm changing music and links to changing character of the UK?
	To illustrate that we can also use music to help learn about the character of place and inform us more about different cultures that make up the UK. Look at the history of migration to the UK and investigate the make up of our societies.  To identify a link between changing music types over time and changing character of the UK.  To make the topic relevant to children's learning (music and food) and to promote a consideration for geographical issues outside of the classroom.

	3.  How British Are We?


How does food and music influence how British we are?  What does food and music tell us about the British population?  What's so British about fish'n'chips, roast beef and chicken dinner???
	· Noting down and learning key geographical words: population, migration, and ethnic mix.  Completing the Mix'n'Match interactively to assess understanding.  Completing 'most likely to...' activity.  Brainstorm:  why has music has changed over time?

· ICT LESSON (for assessment)

· Pupils use food diaries and interviews to research ingredients of their favourite meals using the internet.  Pupils to produce a poster.  Extension activity: produce a small writing frame to be included with poster explaining the links between changing foods in the UK and the changing character of the UK.
	To make links between changing food/music and the changing character of the UK (population, migration and ethnic mix).  Pupils to locate countries of food/music origin and appreciate their unique identities. To help pupils understand ethnic mix and contribution. Introduce pupils to our multi-cultural society.   To improve ICT and research / enquiry skills.

	4.  Migration? Who moved with the food?

What can food and music tell us about the population and migration?  Packing for a journey!
	· A discussion/feedback session on changing UK, changing music.  IWB hangman game to sum up the links between music and geography.  Pupils read line each of a recipe for the multi-cultural society we live in. 

· Watching video clips on South Asian migration and investigating, through enquiry (questions and using secondary info), how migration played a huge part in shaping the UK as we know it today!  

· 'Making Animals' activity: pupils to develop their story, using a writing frame and secondary information, about an Indian character that migrated from India to Liverpool.

· Whole class (in 2 large teams) - Pairs games on what we have been learning.  Sum up food and music.
	To explore the history of some of the immigrants and to appreciate the tensions and benefits of multicultural society through individual experiences.    To improve ability to analyse and interpret secondary information. Pupils to look in more detail at global cultural identities, as they are represented in the UK.  Unique identity of other countries can be appreciated through food and music. To stimulate feelings and appreciate others' perceptions.  To practice numeracy and literacy skills together.  Justifying their opinions.

	5.  Moving to Europe - what links do we have with Europe?  Surely food and music can help us?

What does it mean to be 'British'?  Are we British or European?  What is the European Union?
	· Margaret Roberts - 'Learning Through Enquiry':  Pair work - pupils establish their links with Europe.  Pupils to assess UK links with Europe, using their knowledge of food and music.  Other categories.

· Challenge - name countries with strongest links.

· Debrief & discussion: Are there countries, which it's impossible to find links with?  Why?  How does the EU strengthen links?  In what ways would our lives be different without these links?

· Individual contribution - strongest link and what would happen if links were removed?  (How dependent are we on the EU).
	Pupils to investigate how the EU has influenced our lives and how we may have benefited.  Pupils to use own experiences and explore their own geographies.

	6. The European Union: Who's In and Who's Out?

What does the EU do for us?
	· Enquiry - why are some European countries inside the circle?  Discovering the European Union.  Using key geographical terminology to understand and explain how the European Union operates. Read and extract information from EU magazines.

· Discovering and mapping:  pupils locating European countries (map skills).

· Pupils (individual & whole class activity) - positive and negative points about integration with Europe - use IWB.  Pupils to research the wealth of an allocated European country using the World Fact book.
	Pupils to consider how the UK has benefited from being part of the EU.  Pupils to locate the different European countries and appreciate their unique identity.  To link geography to our everyday lives.

	7.  Should the UK become part of Europe? 
	· Adapt Margaret Roberts ' Learning Through Enquiry' activity on the interactive Chocolate pie chart!!  Treat for last lesson!  Distribution of EU member wealth.  European country cards - pupils given information on the European country that they have researched.  Group work - locating when their country joined the EU. 

· Interpretation and testing past learning - IWB game to find out how much wealth each country should share with each other.  Re-distributing cake to show that EU means countries may have to work together more.

· Decision time!  Sorting activity - positive and negative points to determine whether pupils are for or against further integration in Europe. 

· Homework - interview a range of people - for or against Europe - stick in book.
	Pupils to decide whether or not the UK should become part of Europe through looking at positives and negatives.  To encourage pupils to develop their own opinions about issues that are ever more prevalent in today's society.  To develop enquiry skills.
