	Use an outline to annotate features e.g. land use

	5
	Twenty questions
	Select a photo from a collection. Guess which photo it is by asking 20 questions

	6
	Captions
	Write a newspaper style heading for photos

	7
	5 Ws
	What where when who why? Speculate on answers to these questions by making inferences about a photo

	8
	Decisions, decisions
	Use an aerial photo to decide where to put a new tourist office (e.g. Hay on Wye)

	9
	How it works
	Add labels to explain the processes occurring within a picture e.g. on a river bend

	10
	Location, location
	Get 20 points for guessing the correct country/city etc. from the first photo; 10 points from second photo etc.

	11
	Complete the picture
	In pairs, sketch the remainder of half an image. Compare with results with your partner!

	12
	Spot the difference
	Use two or more photographs to see similarities and differences between two locations, or times

	13
	What happens next
	How might a photo location look in the future? How might we want it to look?

	14
	Classifying features 
	e.g. as human, physical, urban, rural

	15
	Memory games
	Study a photo for 30 seconds. Turn it over a write down all you can remember or use a series of photos and try to remember as many as possible

	16
	Describe and draw
	In pairs, describe an image and get your partner to draw without seeing it. Compare the results!

	17
	Jigsaw
	Try to reassemble an image cut into pieces

	18
	Feelings
	Say what people in an image might be thinking or feeling. Say how you would think or feel in their place

	19
	Most likely to
	Would an image be from place A or B?

	20
	Connections
	What are the links between a pair or series of photos?

	21
	Whispers
	Describe a photo along a chain of children and compare the final results with the original
