1. Dilemmas in history

4. Mapping ldentity

How can we use children’s memories and perceptions of significant places to explore
identity? This practical session will draw out distinctive geographical experiences and
highlight cross-curricular opportunities as we make and use maps to share stories about
ourselves.

5. Encouraging the use of geographical vocabulary

A session involving some ideas for starters, games and activities which will help you
incorporate geographical terminology into your lessons.

6. Exploring personal geographies

This practical workshop will consider a range of teaching and learning strategies which could
be used to explore children’s existing knowledge of the local area and their connections with
places.
