Human geography aspects: Storms, contrasts between homes and environment that they live in compared to animals.

Key geographical vocabulary: Homes, storms, park, tree, clean air, stream, bridge, lake, shore
Specific geographical skills: Map work, enquiry skills, observational skills, contrasts, weather change.

Other NC subject areas and cross-curricular opportunities: Art (creativity) - drawing a picture of a home/animal’s home, mathematical development (how many animals can fit in the barrow?), KUW - learning about the different features of the environment, Science - learning about materials and their properties (extend by reading ‘Three Little Pigs) and investigating which materials are more suitable for building homes etc. D+T - building your own boats... what floats? Designing your own home.
Suggested activity/activities: Talking about the effects of weather. Storms and hurricanes in different parts of the world. New and different buildings in the local area.
