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Recommended key stage / age group: Key stage 1 / Year 2

Story content / outline: Penguins in the Antarctica and their survival

Place / locational aspects: Antarctica

Physical geography aspects: Ice, snow, mountains, lakes, rocks, sea

Human geography aspects: Animals and their habitat. Who lives there?

Environmental / sustainability aspects: What is it like to live there?  What has been happening to the Antarctica and why?  What can we do to change this from happening (recycling)?

Key geographical vocabulary: Antarctica, South Pole, Lakes, Sea
Specific geographical skills: (such as map work, atlas skills, enquiry skills)
Enquiry skills, research skills, map work (where is it on the world map?)

Other NC subject areas and cross-curricular opportunities:

· ICT – research the web on Antarctica

· Literacy – story of the Antarctica, write a story as if you were a penguin living in the Antarctica.

· PE – Penguin/ Antartica dance

· Music – Penguin/Antartica song

· Art – Drawings and paintings of Antarctica and penguins

· History – How has it changed?

· PSHE – How can we improve the Antarctica?

Suggested activity/activities:

Geography – ‘What is it like to live in this place’ the children can look at the book and research the internet to find this out.  Use world map to locate where the Antarctica is.
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
