Recommended key stage / age group: Nursery/reception
Story content / outline: The bears go on an adventure to the spooky hill, on their way travelling through, over and under many things.
Place / locational aspects: A house to the woods, and then back to the house.

Physical geography aspects: The woods, lake, night, day, rocks and hill.
Human geography aspects: The bed, window and the bridge. 

Environmental / sustainability aspects:  Maintaining the environment and keeping it cleaned.

Key geographical vocabulary: Down, over, under, around, between, through and up.

Specific geographical skills: (such as map work, atlas skills, enquiry skills)

Other NC subject areas and cross-curricular opportunities: P.E.- the children can go under and over objects in the hall, such as under beams and over climbing frames. English – The children can write about their route and what they are doing. 

Art – The children can draw pictures of spook hill and the scary owl.

Music – The children can use musical instruments to represent the feelings of the bears e.g. fast at the end as they are rushing home scared

Drama – The children can act out the story.

Suggested activity/activities: For nursery children, they can follow a map of the playground of things representing the window, tree, wall, bridge, lake and spook hill. The children could then follow the map around the playground locating the places.  For reception children, they could maybe produce their own map of the playground and where the things are.  They could also be given a set map and they could plan their route around the playground.
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
