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Recommended key stage / age group: Key Stage 1

Story content / outline: This is a book that features illustrated poems. All poems feature the same characters.

Place / locational aspects: Different places, eg: Mudlarks, Spring Greens
Physical geography aspects: Hills, Beaches, Seaside, Grass, Weather, Seasons, 

Human geography aspects: Houses, cars, 

Environmental / sustainability aspects: It changes depending on the theme of the poem. For example if focussing on the seaside you could talk about how the seaside is maintained and kept clean for when people visit. 
Key geographical vocabulary: Hill, Seaside, Rain, Misty, Wet, Spring

Specific geographical skills: (such as map work, atlas skills, enquiry skills)

Enquiry skills into different areas and weathers.

Other NC subject areas and cross-curricular opportunities: As these are poems the children could use the poems to help them in literacy to right their own poems on a topic that is being covered in Geography. 

Suggested activity/activities: As the book consists of different poems, they can be used for a range of activities. If you are focusing on weather there are a few poems on weather. These could be the basis for the start of your lesson and work on it from there. Also included are different areas such as the seaside and hills. These can be used again as a starter and the children can work on ideas from them. The poems allow the children to make a visual image in their heads as well as looking at the pictures in the book, allowing them to use their imagination when focussing on these areas in geography.
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
