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Recommended key stage / age group: Key stage 1
Story content / outline: 
Young girl gets lost in the bush while pretending to be a hunter. She finds an orphan elephant mourning the loss of its dead mother, who has been killed by hunters. She leads the elephant home by following her grandfather’s instructions. By nightfall she and the tired elephant take comfort in each other and hide from the poachers and the dangers of the night. She wishes for them to be rescued. When she opens her eyes the elephants have appeared to take the baby elephant with them. She is found asleep by her mother in the morning. She decides that she will never be a hunter. 
Place / locational aspects: African bush 
Physical geography aspects: Huge variety of wildlife, openness of the African plains, lush grass, savanna, weather, river
Human geography aspects: Villages in Africa, communities, traditional dress, culture, navigation, home 
Environmental / sustainability aspects: Poaching/hunting wildlife, herds of Elephants, prides of Lions
Key geographical vocabulary: Honey bird, bush, landscape, forests, pride, plain, horizon, Acacia trees, village
Specific geographical skills: Enquiry skills- finding out about African countries, cultures and landscapes. Thinking about their own environment and comparing it. Similarities and differences.
Other NC subject areas and cross-curricular opportunities: Art, PSHE issues- family and communities, loss of someone important, PE- activity involving moving as if you were being hunted or as if you were hunting, Music- sounds representing the animals, plants in the bush.
Suggested activity/activities: Tree sketching. Map of the journey she takes. Explore and draw/photograph their own environment and compare features.
