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This activity has been developed for use with the 9 Number Picture Board (featured on the Staffordshire web-site:  www.sln.org.uk/geography/ )

One way of developing this into a hands-on activity for children could be:

1. Children work in pairs or threes to facilitate discussion.

2. Ask them to complete their diagram with ways that they connect with the world (tell them they can represent their ideas as words or pictures or both) e.g. 

· I have an aunt in Australia

· I play with a football that was made in Pakistan

· I go on holiday to Turkey   etc

3. Ask them to collect images using one of the following – digital-photographs/ scanned images, images from the internet  (try using a Google IMAGE search to collect together photographs and maps of the countries represented:  http://www.google.co.uk/   - click on images)

4. Show children how to save images in their own folder.  Remind them they will need to look for images that are large enough to display in a presentation  (width or length larger than 500pixels)

5. Open a blank 9 Number Picture Board presentation (this can be downloaded from http://www.geography.org.uk/eyprimary/visualgeography/starteractivities   - save this frame to your school network – or to the template folder in PowerPoint)

6. Insert images into blank pages of the PowerPoint presentation.

7. Ask them to present their PowerPoint to the whole class – can other children work out the global connections that are represented in the presentation.

8. Use Google Earth to find the location of each of these places – (download from http://earth.google.com/  )
