Other NC subject areas and cross-curricular opportunities: History – changes over time in the city, changes in transport, changes in occupations, changes in eating and leisure habits. R.E. – Religious festivals – Passover, Chinese New Year. Science – seasons, weather. English – Picture books and poetry about months, seasons, people, festivals, holidays etc. Art – Observational drawings – cityscapes, skylines, people, landscapes, weather. ICT – Photos of features, environments, people in a city.
Suggested activity/activities: Comparing different types of residential housing in the cities – take photos. Looking at different types of environments within a city. Looking at how people travel within the city – transport habits. Looking at buildings in the city and where you find different types of buildings.
