Story content / outline: 

A young boy who has been called in for his bath does not want one and so runs away.  He lives on a farm and his journey takes him around his farm, then into his local area and then into a forest.  He gets very dirty when he meets the pigs so he takes himself home for a bath.

Place / locational aspects:

Story takes place in a large house and garden in the countryside where the boy encounters his local area and local people.  He then runs into the forest and a pig sty.

Physical geography aspects: Countryside, forest, garden

Human geography aspects: House, shed

Environmental / sustainability aspects: 

How will the house and garden be maintained and who by?

Who will look after the pigs?

Will the forest be chopped down for the wood?

Will the environment still look the same in a few years time?
