You now have two
terms to develop
your action points,
gather and assemble
evidence and write
your application.

You submit your
application by the
annual deadline.
Moderation takes
place to monitor
quality assurance, this
may involve a
moderator visiting
your school.

Registration entitles you
to access the PGQM VLE.
Using the documents
available here you carry
out a full subject audit,
identify key areas for
development and write
your PGQM action plan.    

You join the GA’s Ning
group where you can share
ideas with other PGQM
school coordinators and
further explore the guidance
and evidence examples on
the PGQM VLE.
