	Central heating: woodchip
	Sustainable heating source. Efficient.
	£2000 per system

	Cladding and paintwork
	Brighten buildings and lift morale
	

	Landscaping communal areas: flowers and benches
	Improve quality of communal areas, allow people to meet, encourage people outside.
	

	Neighbourhood watch
	Share responsibility to reduce crime rates. Community spirit.
	

	CCTV in problem areas
	Improve safety in problem areas.
	

	Lighting in dark alleys
	Improve safety
	

	Speed bumps and traffic calming
	Reduce incidents of traffic accidents. Reduce noise pollution.
	

	Community Hall built
	Provide a community base for people to talk, learn, and make decisions about the town’s future.
	

	Parent-toddler support groups
	Improve the quality of advice and share experiences for young families.
	

	Computer training and evening class
	Encourage all people to further their learning and improve employment opportunities.
