Your plan must have a purpose. State what you aim to achieve if all of your ideas are used. 





You could split your plan into sections focusing on these areas. For example: 


Waste: 


1. Every room must have a recycling bin for paper. 


Remember that these should be rules for the perfect environmentally sustainable school.





Decide who is going to be responsible for making your plan work. You could make rules for each group of people.


Remember: A sustainable school community is fair for everyone and includes everyone. 





You could split your plan into what should be done in different areas of the school. 


Remember: Some parts of the school are newer than others so might have different requirements. 





Your plan could go to the school forum. It must be clear and easy to understand. You could include diagrams and pictures to help explain what you mean. Make sure that it is well presented and organised.
