Sustainable Living

Geography is a great subject!  Not only does it help us understand our strange and beautiful world, it empowers us to look after it.  

To help our pupils understand this complex world and the role they have to play in it, the Geography Department at Leon School and Sports College in partnership with the Geographical Association have been encouraging students to question the principles of sustainability and apply them to a range of situations.

Year 7 students investigated components of sustainability identified from “The Egan Review”.   They matched meanings to definitions to help understanding and identified six main themes from the review. They made “Sustainability Dice” with each side of the dice representing one theme. 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Students applied their understanding and completed an enquiry on the sustainability of the school. The department has posted the best essays from this enquiry on their website at

This work will be continued, especially as the principles of sustainability have been highlighted in the new KS3 Programme of Study. 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Potential further work with The Geographical Association hopes to extend this project and develop a mini Scheme of Work aimed at students understanding their local community and being engaged in the management and development of their local environment.
