Landfill

Open cast mine














Massive ovens used to heat molded clay and make it into bricks








Kilns














Spare time enjoyable activities completed after people have worked and done their household chores








Recreation











A large area of land close to towns and cities hat has been set aside by government so that its quality can be improved by planting trees











Community forest











A large area of largely unspoilt land including towns and villages preserved for its natural beauty and used as a tourist attraction











National park














Any area of land where people have built homes to live there from a hamlet to a city.








Settlement














Activities that are intended to make money or to do with money








Economic














Building land which has been used before for industry or settlement








Brownfield site














Building land that has never been built on before








Greenfield site














An area around a town or city where building is strictly controlled to stop towns and cities growing into each other. 








Green belt














Young trees usually about 30cm in height











Saplings














Any thing that makes money after all of the costs have been taken into account

A primary industry based on farming








Agriculture














Anything used by people that is taken from the ground, grown or harvested
