Sustainable development means different things to different people, but the most frequently quoted definition is from the report Our Common Future1
"Sustainable development is development that meets the needs of the present without compromising the ability of future generations to meet their own needs."
Sustainable development focuses on improving the quality of life for all of the Earth's citizens without increasing the use of natural resources beyond the capacity of the environment to supply them indefinitely. It is about taking action.

Sustainable development is not a new idea. Many cultures have recognized the need for harmony between the environment, society and economy. What is new is the fact that there is a global agreement that things need to change.

What follows are a number of definitions of sustainable development which you need to read.

WHAT IS A SUSTAINABLE COMMUNITY?

Short definition

Sustainable communities are places where people want to live and work, now and in the future.

Long definition

Sustainable communities are places where people want to live and work, now and in the future. They meet the diverse needs of existing and future residents, are sensitive to their environment, and contribute to a high quality of life. They are safe and inclusive, well planned, built and run, and offer equality of opportunity and good services for all..

Nine 'sustainable development principles' that were intended to inform the development process.  These are:

1. Use brownfield land.  

2. Integrate the development within the landscape. 

3. Encourage a balanced and self-sufficient community. 

4. Make the development energy efficient.  

5. Provide an open space network for recreation, wildlife, and water management. . 

6. Create a distinctive, high quality and successful new place. 

7. The community should be involved in design, development and management of the development.
