a) An assessment of what the area is like now. Please include a description of the location of the Marston Vale as I will need to send copies of your report to the national Government.

b) An explanation of what a Community Forest is and what the Forest of Marston vale was set up to achieve.

c) A simplified explanation of what sustainable development is all about. 

d) An analysis of the four proposals using all the information that I have supplied to decide whether each one should be allowed to develop.

e) A final summary of your recommendations and

f) Any suggestions you feel would be useful to investigate as far as new developments were concerned.
