Google Earth is a free download which you can download from:

Once you have installed Google Earth you are able to load KMZ and KML files.

To view information on each character click the Characters Name.
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Using the Places Sidebar within Google Earth use the tick boxes (next to the folder) to display the Placemarks for each character.





Expand the characters Placemarks using by clicking the + sign next to the folder.





View each of the Placemarks by either clicking them within the map or from the list on the left.
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
