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Regenerating Rotherham: A decision making exercise - Resource 4

Regenerating Rotherham: Orgreave Mine Regeneration Proposals
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Your Task

A number of plans for the regeneration of the Orgreave Mine site have been put forward.  It is your task to decide which of the proposals is the best for Rotherham.  

When making your decision you must consider the regeneration aims of Rotherham Metropolitan Borough Council (RMBC).  These are listed in Resource 1.
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How should I go about making my decision?
1. Before you look at the regeneration proposals, carefully read through;

a.  The background information on Rotherham and the council’s aims for the regeneration of the area (Resource 1) 

b. The information on what sustainable development is (Resource 6)

2. Carefully read through each proposal in turn, starting with Proposal 1.

3. Using the Decision Matrix (Resource 5) evaluate how well each site meets the regeneration aims of the council.  
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Proposal 1: Orgreave Science Park

The Basic Proposal

To make an industrial area that is suited to high technology industries (a science park).  The park will have a number of industrial clusters (small groups) each containing businesses that are focused on a given industrial area e.g. manufacturing.  

Proposal Details

1.  Industrial Clusters

· Each industrial cluster will have high technology, research industries of a similar nature e.g. advanced manufacturing industries such as Aerospace engineering.
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The concentration of research, supply chains 

and knowledge in each cluster, will allow 

the industries to grow and to develop the 

technologies that they use.  

· This will promote sustainable links between businesses and provide job opportunities for local people, helping to create a sustainable local economy.

2.  Local amenities centre
· This local centre will have key services and facilities such as retail and food outlets.

· All of the food outlets in the centre will use local produce.  This will help other businesses within the wider local area to grow and create a sustainable local economy.

· It will be the central interchange for public transport links that will come into the park.

3.  Parks and open spaces
·  Parks and open spaces will surround all of the buildings within the science park.

· These areas will be planted with similar vegetation (plants) to those found in the local area.  This will help to maintain the character of the local area.

· There is a lake in the centre of the park that will be available used for recreational activities.

4.  Transport links
· There will be car, bus, cycle and pedestrian routes through the site.  These will all link together at the local amenities centre.

Proposal 2: Waverley Town

Basic Proposal
To create a new town called Waverley that will cover the 295 acre site of the old open mine.  The town will contain a mixture of housing from one bedroom apartments to detached houses, and will include large areas of parkland and forestry.

Proposal Details

1. Housing areas

· A total of around 5000 new homes will be built on 295 acre site.
· The housing will be located in 3 key areas.

Each housing area will have a mixture of 

housing ranging from one bedroom apartments

to large, 4 and 5 bedrooms, detached houses.  

These will be available to both buy and to rent.

· The larger properties will have shared gardens and lawns so that the people living there can get to know their neighbours and develop a sense of community.

· Each property (house/apartment) will be environmentally friendly.  They will have solar panels on their roofs to generate electricity, the walls will be well insulated and they will be fitted with energy saving appliances e.g. fridges.
2. Green areas

· Parkland and forestry (woodland) will surround the new town.  The types of plants and trees that will be planted will all be in keeping with those found within the local area, for example within the Rother Valley Country Park.  This will help to sustain the character of the local area.

· There will be a large lake within the centre of the development.  This will be surrounded by parkland and available for recreation uses such as fishing and water sports.  

3. Local amenities centres 

· There will be 3 small local amenities centres within the new town, one per housing area.  

· Each amenity centre will contain a range of shops that will meet the day-to-day shopping needs of the local residents, as well as providing employment opportunities.

4. Transport links

· Each housing area will accessible by road and cycle route. 

· Each road will have pavements for pedestrian use and there will be a large number of paths and bridal ways throughout the parks and open spaces.  This will encourage people to walk.

Proposal 3: AMP Waverley Development

Basic Proposal
To create a new community area that is linked closely to the existing nearby communities.  The development will have a mixture of land uses ranging from industrial and residential areas to parks and open spaces.  

Proposal Details

1.  Industrial areas

· A signal industrial cluster will be made on the northern part of the site. It will be called the Advanced 

Manufacturing Park (AMP for short).

· The cluster will be home to high technology,

 research based advanced manufacturing industries e.g. aerospace and steel engineering.  

· These types of industries link well with the facilities and industries found within the local area, and will therefore provide jobs for local people and help to create a sustainable local economy.

2. Housing areas

· Around 3500 new homes will built on the southern part of the site.  There will be a mixture of housing from one bedroom apartments to detached houses.  This will meet the housing needs of all types of people, from individuals to families.

· The main housing areas will be near to the local amenities centre.   All housing areas will be within easy reach of the AMP.  This will reduce the need for people to travel long distances to work, and encourage people to travel to work by foot, bicycle or public transport.  This type of transport will help reduce pollution within the area, and promote sustainability.

3. Local amenities centre

· There will be 3 local centres that will have all the key services and facilities that people living and working within the area will need.  E.g. supermarkets and bus stations.

· The local centres will create jobs that will be available to the local people and therefore help to build the local economy.

4.  Parks and Open Spaces
· Parks and open spaces will cover around 50% of the site.  The plants species (type) planted within these areas will be kept similar to that found within the local area.

· Each housing area will have a small park and there will be large park areas, along with a lake, covering the greenbelt area in the south of the development, that can be used for recreation.
