So You Think You Can Be A Developer? 
Google Earth Files and Instructions

This exercise requires a computer with Google Earth installed an internet connection and ideally a projector/whiteboard.

Google Earth is a free download which you can download from: 

http://earth.google.com/
Once you have installed Google Earth you are able to load KMZ and KML files.
Open the Google Earth file for this activity. This can be found on the page http://www.geography.org.uk/projects/livinggeography/rotherham/waterfrontplanningexercise/ 
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Use the controls within Google Earth to navigate around the map:
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The following window will now open, for now this can be ignored:
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The land use you highlighted will now be editable within Google Earth. You should see the following controls around the land use:
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Compare your site plan with this official one. This can be found on the page http://www.geography.org.uk/projects/livinggeography/rotherham/waterfrontplanningexercise/ - where it says ‘Finished Plan for the Waterfront’.
This will add the Waterfront Final Plan to your list of Land Uses as below:
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Rotate Viewpoint





Navigate Map





Zoom Level





To view the potential sites expand the Waterfront folder by clicking on the + symbol.








Zoom into each of the land uses by double clicking their name from the list on the left





To place the land uses within the plan, right click on the name and then select Properties from the menu.





NOTE: The OK button is used to save the location of the land use. Use Cancel to discard the changes.





Drag and drop the land use by clicking and holding the mouse button over the central +





Resize the development by using the controls surrounding the land use.





Use the tick box to swap between your development and the Final Plan.





Highlight the Final Plan and use this slider to change the transparency of the Plan.
