Leeds Grammar School - comment from the project leader:

There are some very important points made. For me the ones that stand out are:

1. Taking an approach of thinking beyond geography when considering GIS I school

2. Geography taking the lead/ guiding role for GIS across the curriculum

3. The stronger justification for the capital outlay (more pupils using GIS & more confident and skilled pupils)

4. The (surprising) raft of skills that GIS has supported, for cross-curricular relevance (literacy, numeracy, working with others, problem solving, improving own learning, communication) as well as the obvious use of ICT. 

5. ‘Real world’ learning on a daily basis 

6. The issue of strong leadership through geography…technical help often required and the production of prototype activities…requires quite a special department? 

7. Increased uptake of geography…but of course that could be as much due to the innovative staff than the GIS itself! 
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
