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Activity Three: 


Key Question:          How do you build a stream?





Learning objectives: Knowledge and Understanding of the World - Explore and Investigate


                                 30-50mths –Describe and talk about what they see from photographs and real life.


                                 40-60mths- Find out about some features of a stream.


                                 Knowledge and Understanding of the World –Place


                                 30-50mths – Comment and ask questions about what streams look like/what materials are   


                                                       needed.


                                 40-60mths – Observe, find out about and identify features of the stream.


Learning outcomes: Look, Listen and Note


                                 Instances of children identifying features of the stream and materials needed.


                                 The children’s interest in the things they are aware of while making lists of materials.


                                 Make note of the questions children ask about the features of the stream building.


                                 How children talk about the different features they see on the journey.











Resources:


Sand, Pebbles/gravel, larger stones


Guttering, plastic to use as liner


Trowels, spade, containers for moving soil.


Wellies, coats, hats, old trousers.


Clipboards for adults.


Digital camera.








Brief activity description (could be written as an instruction or recount – personal preference)


Locate area(s) to build the stream –sand pits, long jump, slope away from main play area.


Send home additional note that old trousers will also be needed.


Adults –Encourage and respond to children’s signs of interest in the materials they suggest. Help them notice and discuss patterns and things around them. Encourage children to question their suggestions for suitability. Note responses.


Take photographs of each stage: planning, execution, final product.  


Make a list of materials need to build a stream.


Collect materials –plastic liner? Sand, gravel, soil, pebbles, water, spades etc…


In small groups go to selected area –build and test the stream





Where next (or extension)


Take the children on a longer journey.


Holiday homework –record what you see, hear and feel when on a journey outside school (long/short).
