	Learning Objectives
	To describe a journey using specific locations as a framework for a story.

	Learning Outcomes
	Written or drawn narrative of a story.

	Resources
	Traditional and alternative versions of Little Red Riding Hood. 

	Activity Description
	The children produce ‘chapters’ in groups telling each part of Little Red Riding Hoods journey through our local area. Each chapter relates to a specific location and discusses a hazard or danger that she might encounter. In our version the wolf will help Little Red Riding Hood to avoid these hazards.

	Differentiation
	Higher ability children will produce a written narrative. Less able children will be provided with a blank storyboard and will record their narrative in comic strip style.
