	To find specific locations and record these using a street level map.

	Learning Outcomes
	Able to us a map to identify specific locations during a fieldwork activity.

	Resources
	OS 1:50 000 maps centered on our school.

	Activity Description
	The children visit locations in our local area and decide which specific places will be used to make our film. These are marked on the map and produce a trail for Little Red Riding Hood to follow on her journey to Granny’s house. Digital photographs are taken by the children at each location.

	Differentiation
	All children are given the opportunity to use the maps to identify the locations they are using in the film.
