	Key Questions
	How can we tell our story using film?

	Learning Objectives
	To capture a description of a location and it’s hazards using the medium of film.

	Learning Outcomes
	To be able to use a video camera to capture film footage.

To frame an image to portray a location.

To portray fictional characters and how they interact with a real geographical location.

	Resources
	Digital video cameras.

Tripod.

Sets for interior scenes.

Costumes for main characters.

Script prepared based on narratives produced by children in Activity 1.

	Activity Description
	The children visit re-locations and film the scenes of the story. Children in roles of actors, camera operators, set designers, costume managers, location managers and directors. To allow all children to take an active part the film was split into different scenes and these were shot on different days. Each scene was manned by a small group of film crew. This made the filming manageable and meant that all children could be involved but not all at the same time.  

	Differentiation
	All children are given the opportunity to take on a role in the film crew. The abilities, personalities and preferences of the children were taken into account when choosing the roles they would take in the film crew.
