Activity 4 - Film editing and production

	Key Questions
	How can we edit and enhance our film to portray the locations within the story?

	Learning Objectives
	To choose film clips, narration and music to tell our story and suit the moods of the locations.

	Learning Outcomes
	Able to select images and sounds to match a geographical location.

	Resources
	Digital voice recorder (Edirol).

Audio Network website - contains a selection of music to download, free of charge for schools.

Audacity - free to download sound editing application.

Windows Movie Maker - film editing software - comes as a standard application on Windows PCs.

	Activity Description
	Children record narrations to introduce each scene in the film. These are recorded using a digital sound recorder or PC microphone.

Children choose music to match each location and event in the film. These are chosen from a website entitled Audio Network. This website provides pieces of music which can be downloaded free of charge from within a school. The music can be used for educational purposes. 

The music is edited using Audacity, a free to download sound editing application which allows sound clips to be edited and mixed. This is quite a simple application but does take a little practice in advance before using it with children. My Y2 children can happily use it to cut out mistakes from sound files and increase the volume.

The film is edited using Windows Movie Maker. Again this takes a little practice but it is quite an intuitive application and works well with children. Films can also be edited using Imovie, an Apple Macintosh application.

The final activity involves designing DVD covers for our film which reflect the geographical locations of the story. 

	Differentiation
	The above tasks are differentiated by ability. It is difficult to outline this specifically.

(Children’s abilities for these tasks continued to amaze me. The motivation displayed by the class meant that many tasks I thought might be too complex were accessible by all of my children.)
