Nikaia—the new Olympic
weightlifting centre with
seating for 5000 spectators.

Faliro, a beach suburb south of
Athens, is the site of the beach
volleyball, taekwondo, handball
and volleyball. The complex
includes a new stadium seating
10,000 and refurbished venues.

The new Olympic village at
Thrakomakedones, 23km to the north
of central Athens, is a complex of
2,500 houses with accommodation
for 16,000 competitors and officials.

The main Athens Olympics
Sports Complex at Maroussi,
north of the city centre,
consists of the main stadium,
aquatic centre, tennis centre,
velodrome and indoor hall.

The new Athens International Airport is
18.5 kilometres east of the city. On a site
in a former wine-growing area, the new
airport is designed to cater for 50 million
passengers annually, replacing the old
airport at Helleniko(n) used by about 11
million passengers annually. There are
two runways and construction has taken
place in modules so that capacity can be
expanded as demand increases.

The former airport at Helleniko(n),
south-east of Athens, is now the
site of a major Olympic sporting
complex which will host 7 of the
28 sports. The new Olympic
sailing centre is also nearby.
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
