Question five – 
Group one response

· Able to pose questions. Guided through the process with scaffolding. Limited data 

· Progress to development of thinking independently. Beginning to remove scaffolds and add more data.

· Relate to personal and abstract. Shows freedom of choice and independent thought. Self evaluating and wide ranging use of data and enquiry.

Group two response

Where we start:
· very guided learning – information given and scenarios pointed out to students

· give them specific steps to follow
· opportunities for higher order thinking for the more advanced student
· some independent study opportunities
· specific steps, models and writing frames
The middle stage:

· give students the hypothesis but not the answer

· ask students to come up with questions
· guide them through their own research, give them choices to select from
· decision making processes, unpick, why they made the decisions they did
· encourage balanced questioning and the use of more than one view
What we would expect at the end stage:

· Students come up with their own hypothesis

· They know which key questions they need to answer
· They understand and select which skills they need to use
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
