	What sort of visits?
	The study visits provide an opportunity for teachers to visit India, to learn, and explore the local environment and culture.  The main curriculum focus is geography, but the visits enrich many subjects from citizenship and science to music and art.



	Where, in India?
	A village called Silvepura, which is 25 km north of Bangalore in South India.  This is not the forested area of Chembakolli, but is rural, and within easy reach of the city.



	Where do the teachers stay? 


	At ‘Sangam’, a small educational centre in Silvepura, which runs residential programmes and study visits for Indian and UK schools. (See brochure.)



	What do the teachers do?
	Whilst the groups are in India they are part of a programme in which they can:

· Develop and gather resources for a contrasting locality study as an alternative or development of the chembakolli resource pack

· Study the village of Silvepura using a process of enquiry questions.

· Experience daily life in and around the village, including visits to local schools.

· Learn about an environmental issue of importance eg: water.

· Study the changing nature of the city of Bangalore

· Experience the cultural and physical landscape of the area through excursions to places of interest such as markets, temples, shrines, walks to local sites of interest.

· Learn about South Indian artistic rituals, folk dances, festivals and stories.



	What about preparation?


	During the preparation sessions we focus on the educational potential and value of the visit, clarify how it could be followed up in school, talk about practicalities of the visit, and give advice on funding. 



	The cost?
	Between £1,000 and £1,200 per person (exact cost depends on flights) to include pre-visit preparation, flight booking, flight costs, accommodation at Sangam, food, study resources, in-country transport, and visits. It does not cover costs of travel to Heathrow Airport, costs of vaccinations for travel, malaria pills, travel insurance, and a visa for entry to India (£35-ish).
