As a result of the project, I include more graphical information in the form of mapwork in my lessons. For example, assessments or tasks do not always need to be in the form of a written piece of work, instead they could involve labelling maps at a variety of scales.

I more regularly include mapwork in lessons to encourage students to better understand spatial relationships and interconnectivity between places.

I have particularly enjoyed the opportunity to work with other colleagues, both in the form of the project meetings and in smaller groups with colleagues. Discussing key issues such as the representation of place was stimulating and interesting. Work with the GA CABE has reminded me how relevant geography is and reinvigorated my interest in teaching local issues in school.

During the project students responded very well, particularly during the whole class discussion. This was seen to be because the work was relevant to them, looking at their local area and communities. This enthusiasm on the part of the students then fed into individual, group and pair work. Students were more on task and focused than they perhaps had been during other topics.

This work has an important contribution to make. Students’ understanding and conceptualizations of sustainability remain relatively unexplored, despite the significant emphasis on sustainable development both within and outside of education.

As a more experienced teacher I have found the whole experience has reinvigorated me. We need new ideas/schemes/challenges to keep us up to date, motivated and interested in what we teach.
