	Pupils will be able to identify the issue in Burnley that causes them most concern

Pupils will research an issue causing concern and suggest reasons for the development of this issue
	Starter: list as many issues as possible that you think cause problems in Burnley

Powerpoint presentation: what is all the fuss about?  The issues that adults and school governors are concerned about.  To include housing, facilities, schools, jobs, crime, transport, community relations

Paired discussion: why do pupils think each of these issues is a problem in Burnley? Feedback ideas to the class

Research: pupils to choose one issue and research using www.upmystreet.com data concerning the issue in Burnley and nationally.  Pupils should use the information to suggest reasons for the development of this issue

	4. To research the issue of housing in Burnley

To compare Burnley with Cambridge

Written: pupils to use overlays, sketches and written work to show and explain how they would improve their bad area.
