Students should be aware that urban problems stem from the concentration and dispersion of population and economic activity. 

They should recognise that urban areas in MEDCs and LEDCs often share similar problems, the differences are ones of scale and severity. 

They should appreciate that interpretations of urban issues and approaches to dealing with urban change vary with time and space. 

They should have a clear understanding that the future of large urban areas may depend on the sustainable use of limited environmental resources such as urban sites, clean air and clean water.
