The history of Padiham can be traced back to the Shuttleworth family who have been associated with the area since the fourteenth century. The family seat, Gawthorpe Hall is a fine seventeenth century house owned by the National Trust and managed by Lancashire County Council. It was frequently visited by Charlotte Bronte author of Jane Eye.


 


The area around Padiham has a rich industrial heritage that grew and prospered from the coal and cotton industries. The area has developed not jut commercially and industrially, but also offers excellent centres for people who live and work in or around the area.





As you would expect, the local shops offer a range of products and services which are aimed to satisfy locals and visitors alike, their sole objective is to offer traditional value and good service. All the major shops can be found in Liverpool, Manchester and neighbouring Burnley.
