Ivy Bank - Draft Scheme Of Work Where Will I  Live?

Unit Objectives

The main purpose of this unit is to:

· Consider the different spatial outcomes of the interconnected housing market.

· Develop student’s ability to consider the social, environmental, political and economic systems that create and change places.

· Engage in place based arguments about how places are created and could be re-created.

· Value young people’s geographical imaginations and use these to enrich place based decisions by including the geographies of young people.

· Use spatial, graphical and cartographic texts, both as information and as articulations of alternative futures for the housing market.

At the end of this unit:

Most students :will be able to offer opinions about the changes happening in the Padiham area. They will be able to describe and explain the social, environmental, political and economic systems that create change the area. They will have been able to engage in argument and reasoned place based debates about the changes which have affected the Neighbourhood Action Plan and the town of Padiham. Have been able to express their point of view and reasoned in groups to justify their ideas. They will have been able to pose geographical questions and produce a leaflet for example explaining their preferred option for the Padiham area. They will have been able select and use  effectively a range of skills and secondary resources to present evidence in a coherent way and offer conclusions which are consistent with the evidence. They will be able to produce and present their finding using a range of graphical devices in an appropriate way.

Some students who have not made so much progress will: be able to offer and opinion and recognise that issues exist in the Padiham area. These issues which are shaping the area are from some sources e.g.   social- people wanting to change the area. They will be able to use in a limited way their own knowledge of the area and  start to explore the affects the Neighbourhood Action Plan will have upon their  area. They will start to describe and offer simple explanations about these changes. They will begin to select and use appropriate skills and secondary sources to put forward evidence. They will begin to suggest plausible conclusions to their investigation into the changing issues which confront Padiham. They will present their findings both graphically and in writing. However these students might offer far more in an oral format.

Prior Learning 

Students will have already undertaken:

· Knowing 4 and 6 figure grid references

· Considered the classification of industry into primary, secondary and  tertiary categories

· Have had the opportunity to undertake  an environmental survey around the school

· Presented their structured  investigation with an introduction to statistical and cartographic techniques.

Assessment Opportunities

· The final  summative assessment is the production of a brochure/ leaflet  to justify and explain which Option 1,2 or 3 students think will best suit the Regeneration of Padiham

· At this stage in the draft Scheme of work there are plenty of opportunities for interim assessments. E.g. completion of mental maps for the area looking at the quality and diversity of ideas, the labelling of photographs with correct terminology

· Homeworks and additional work/ simplification of tasks for different groups can be recorded as per Departmental Policy

Other Links  Citizenship

· Students are to be encouraged to select from this unit of work examples of where they  relate to these Citizenship strands
· Knowledge and understanding about becoming an informed citizen e.g  chatting to a planner and asking questions
· Developing skills of enquiry and communication e.g. producing different mind maps/ personal geographies, the production of a brochure to inform other adults of the potential benefits to their community
· Developing Skills of participation and responsible action e.g. land use survey of  Padiham in a sensible mature manner to put forward ideas. Interviewing a parent to gauge their response to something in the Option chosen. Discussion with an adult/ amongst a group to offer opinions in a logical manner.
Mathematics some examples 

· The most logical link here is the data handling section with emphasis upon: specifying a problem, planning and collecting data. -fieldwork

· Processing and representing data using appropriate ICT processing maps, data collected for the brochure

· Interpreting data and discussing the results  regional and national picture related to the housing market.

English  some examples

· Use of a growing vocabulary  and increasing detail and precision in the aptness- discussions regarding Neighbourhood Action Plans

· Communicate in an appropriate way (s) production of brochure for Padiham in appropriate manner to audience.

· The dev elopement of descriptive language from visual, auditory and tactile stimuli e.g. written work from fieldwork 

· These group sessions with adults and peers offers ample opportunities for speaking and listening targets.

Lesson 1 Objectives 

Where is our place and what is it like?

· To recap upon maps and plans linked to Padiham

· To identify important features of place and locations

· To make comparisons

· To use this short introduction to produce a variety of responses about the Padiham area in comparison to other parts of Burnley.

Starter

Focus students upon the area by playing a distinctive piece of music/ dialect recording about the area. Hold up maps given by O.S. to see connection between area, music and place. 

Share Learning objectives with students and understanding clarified 

· Give out 1:50,000 OS maps get students to locate Padiham

· Whole class question and answer session about what “ makes up Padiham” from the map

· Group work spider diagram upon the features listed from the map

· Most will be able to produce a comprehensive list

· Circulate around groups to check out difficulties/ extend ideas / clarify 

· Additional photographs taken around the area with grid references for extra resources.

Plenary  Allow groups of students to display their findings from the map to other groups. Spokesperson to elicit main features. Draw up a class list of features.

Learning Outcomes

Students will be able to:

· Work cooperatively in groups to identify main features important to them

· Describe the features of the local area ( many don’t live in this area)

· Produce a spider diagram  of their own group

· Produce a class spider diagram

Resources

· O.S. maps from stock Year 7 O.S. initiative

· Colour photographs of the Padiham area

· Simple teacher resource grids for the questions about the area.

Homework

· Look at their own O.S. map of the area given through the  O.S. scheme other differences not already  mentioned and compare  Padiham with Burnley under simple headings e.g. type and number of roads leading in, facilities in the town centre using the key.

Lesson 2 Objectives

Where is  our place and what is it like? From  my/ our point of view ?

· To value students existing knowledge and experiences

· To make sense of their existing knowledge through relating it to geographical ideas

· To become aware that their own world can be connected to other places

· To be aware that the world  is experienced differently by students

· To become aware that the world is experienced differently by other groups

Starter

Teacher introduces students to the focus of the enquiry briefly Where Will I Live ? and concentrates upon emphasising the students personal geographies.

Share Learning objectives with students and understanding clarified . Refer back to the previous lesson regarding main features of Padiham from the O.S. map

· Teacher  reads out his own personal geography about where he/she lived for a while in the local area.

· Students in pairs:

· List the kinds of places visited

· Lists the kinds of places he/she knew about but had not visited

· Hold a brief discussion: What kinds of places he/she had visited? Why had he/she visited these places? What kinds of places had she/he heard of?

· How had he/she heard of these places?

Using the data

· Students in groups to complete their own perception geographies from the Padiham area.

· After spider diagram/mental   mapping  discussed as a technique( most will have come across this) groups to work on their local perceptions of the area.

· Walk round to get their homework also placed on to the sheets/posters somewhere. 

· Grid to classify main ideas from groups

Plenary Allow groups to display their results.  One s spokesperson (different from previous lesson) to explain the findings to the other groups.   Students to copy down main points from the different groups.  E.g What are the similar places visited.? Why did you go their? What have you learnt from the personal geographies of people in your group/ from the class?  

· Use grid to classify their own geographies and reasons  etc. . 

· Produce your own account from the spider diagram of your own area

Learning Outcomes

Students will be able to:

· Work cooperatively in groups to identify main features important to them

· Describe the features of the local area ( many don’t live in this area) from their viewpoints

· Produce a spider diagram  of their own group

· Discuss this with the group next to you

· Produce a class spider diagram and reflect upon how it is different from the previous lessons work from the map

· Produce Use grid to classify their own geographies and reasons  etc. . Teacher to circulate and check out their perceptions and help with sentce starters for those who need a hand starting off.

Resources

· Teacher written account of the local area from own perspective.

· Sugar paper/ felt pens

· Grid to classify perceptions

· Sentence starters 

Homework

· Ask their parents/carers about their own personal geographies of the area they grew up in.

· Bring spider diagram to the next lesson.

Lesson 3 Objectives

· Different people have different perceptions

· Different groups have different points of view

· These differences affect the way we see the world

· Differences can be seen as a strength when planning for a new area.

Starter

Students to produce a neat version of their parents/carers perceptions of  at home.

Share Learning objectives with students and understanding clarified .

Teacher has other adult versions for those who forgot!

· Students in their groups to display the results

· Discussion – what is similar ?what is different?

· What age are the people giving their perceptions?

· Does this affect / alter their ideas?

· What gender are they? Does this affect / alter their ideas

Teacher produces photograph cards with different groups on them

· What is a group of people? How is it made up?

· Card sort of the different groups.

· Outline sheet as to why they put people into these groups.

· Relate next part to previous introduction 

· Students to classify and give reasons for groupings from their parents/carers

· Students to classify them into the groups they think they belong to  

· Produce a grid highlighting the main differences similarities-students to write this up and give any possible reasons for the differences/similarities. 

· Teacher to throw up the ideas about : the media influencing place messages, places you might visit  often, frequently in the local area. Other messages about sex, etnicity, class.

Plenary

· Draw together issues that affect perception
· Use interactive whiteboard for features affecting bigger picture.
Learning Outcomes

· Work cooperatively in groups to identify main features of groups
· Produce ideas to see what affects a groups  ideas of an area. 
· Produce written work to show that they consider the main features of different groups.
Resources

· Poster paper/ felts

· Teacher photocards of different groups

· Outline grids.

Homework

· Look at the local paper/TV news  to see the perception it has of different groups 

Lesson 4  Objectives

· To establish how others (groups) see Burnley with regard to housing

· What is the picture nationally and regionally?

· To interpret diagrams/ photographs

· To look at the positive in the area  as well as recognising the negative aspects of the issue.

Starter.

·  Share Learning objectives with students and understanding clarified.

· Run PowerPoint on situation of housing in East Lancashire.

· Get the class to use these classifications before starting the worksheet

What type of dwellings can you classify?

What is the difference between housing association, private , local authority

What changes can you see ?

What do we mean by traditional industries?

· Discussion of main issues relating back to the ideas of groups of people from the previous lessons. 

· Complete main body of worksheet using their past experience of the Padiham area to inform their answers.

Plenary   Have a  prepared  fact or fiction scenario on the whiteboard relating to the Burnley and Padiham area.  Using the information from the worksheet have different statements which challenge their perceptions of the area and facts which make them think about the situation and why is an issue regeneration.

Learning Outcomes 

· Students will ask geographical questions
· Analyse evidence and draw conclusions 
· Use geographical terms –as well as introduction to Elevate/CABE
· Identify and show the main reasons why regeneration is needed in the Burnley/Padiham area. 
Resources

· PowerPoint of the East Lancs situation in relation to Regional /National trends 

· Worksheet to capture data from PowerPoint

· UK wall map/ Interactive map to show situation in relation to rest of UK.

Homework 

· Ask your parents/carers what they think of the situation that has been described to you from the PowerPoint. Ask their opinions and  list 10 things/ features they might to see improved altered. 

Lesson 5 Objectives 

· To examine the interconnectedness of the housing market

· To place the low housing cost in Padiham and Burnley in context

· To examine using upmystreet.com the differences in house prices

· To look at the simple implications for people in the local area of low house prices

· To consider a range of issues which influence house prices-social, political , economic, 

Starter

· Using the ICT suite use the prepared  work sheet to look at the differences between Postcodes and house prices for Padiham and Preston
· Use the website to show differences
· Use role play cards when the  price values have been found to determine what people can expect to borrow if they are to buy 1) in Burnley 2) outside of Burnley
· Produce a written piece of work to someone in Burnley explaining the situation.
Plenary

· In ICT suite place on whiteboard the main findings for the areas.

· Explain the terms social, political and economic by referring back to previous work in Year 7. 

· Ask for questions about how it might affect them and their families.

Learning Outcomes 

Students will be able to 

· Log onto the network

· Find the web site 

· Complete a data collection sheet

· Know in simple terms the issues which affect house prices

· Know that Burnley is out of step  with many housing areas in the country regarding prices and this has an impact on the area itself  and the image it presents.

Resources

· Book ICT suite

· Prepare and test web site

· Use prepared line graph at end to illustrate differences nation wide

· Prepare data collection sheet for house prices

Homework

· Use the web to look at other house prices locally and nationally to see if there are wider differences

Lesson 6.   Objectives

· To prepare students to undertake fieldwork

· To look at the Padiham area.

· To suggest an appropriate sequence for investigation 

· To select and use appropriate fieldwork tecnniques

Starter

· Prepare photos on Padiham and ask students to link them to “good” “bad” perceptions of the area-relate back to previous work.

· Using slide sequences enable them to look at the issue of the main shopping area and what its perception is for those who see it for the first time.

· What are its main characteristics?

· In groups make a list of advantages/ disadvantages of the area from the photos which you have seen

· Teacher to challenge assumptions walking round groups

Plenary 

· What are the main issues shown by the secondary data-photos and other information presented to you about Padiham?

· Allow students to put forward and pose geographical questions

· Draw together list at this stage 

One main problem/benefit in some peoples eyes is the type of land  use shown in the central area . Get students to offer suggestions for a geographical enquiry :

· e.g What information do we want to collect ? What do we want to find out? What do we expect to find out? What equipment will we need ?

Plenary 

· After discussion and opportunity to pose questions put forward an agreed procedure to collect data in the field to identify land use 

· Enable all groups to standardise data collection.

Learning Outcomes

Students will be able to

· Identify features of the local area from photographs evaluating their positive or negative aspects

· Refer back to previous work and recap that this evaluation of the area depends on whom/ what group you might belong to.

· Different people have different interests.

· Identify  an area for geographical enquiry –pose questions

· Identify and agree procedures and questions about the local land use in Padiham.

Resources

· Power Point/ photo resources of Padiham

· Prepared data collection sheets

Homework 
· Take home and sign medical consent forms

· Think of other  ways  about how people might evaluate the main street.

Lesson 7 Objectives 

· To apply enquiry and investigation skills in the field

· To pay due regard to safety instructions 

· Ask for suggestions about what other data to collect

· After receiving some response hand out the environmental survey sheet!

Starter

· Ensure all students are aware  of the tasks to collect data

· Ensure all students know the safety procedures

· Arrive at location impairs and collect data for land use

· At pre arranged spot  gather together to complete the environmental survey sheet

Plenary

· Arrive back in classroom and collect data collection sheets

· Ensure names on sheets.

· Hand back clip boards and pencils

Learning Outcomes

Students will be able to

· Behave and work cooperatively in pairs to identify lan uses

· Ask questions about the locality

· Make observations about the quality of the environment and complete a questionnaire 

Resources

· Clip boards, pencils

· Printed agreed land use outlines with key

Homework 

· Ask parents/ carers about the changes which they have seen in Padiham/ Burnley in the last 10 years. Suggest if these are beneficial or detrimental 

Lesson 8  Objectives 

· To explain how the fieldwork will be used in the future

· To consider what  an Option is

· To discuss the Neighbourhood Action Plans  for Padiham

· To look at the three Options for the NAP’s using large scale maps from the planning department.

Starter 

· Explain that Options are a series of choices

· What do students in Year 9 take for Options?

· Hold out three photographs using the interactive whiteboard to look at three different menus!

· Use the work sheets to list Three Options you might make if you were going out

· How might different people make different choices?

· Refer back to the work you have done on evaluating photographs and places

Plenary

· Students to consider the three options and teacher to ask them why they have chosen  the  initial  selection.

· Students to select Two Options from Three and put their hands up to show the spread  of  chosen Options.

· Ask students to consider the different groups who might be affected by the proposals.

Learning Outcomes

Students will be able to

· Work cooperatively to examine the maps

· Study and recognise the land use key

· Study and extract basic information from the Options booklets

· Fill in their data selection matrix for two Options

· Consider the groups who have been affected/ or might be affected by the proposals.

· Look  back at your perceptions for the area –to reflect upon the choices 

Resources

· Option Maps from Burnley Planning Department

· Stands to mount the maps on

· Clip boards for the data collection

· Worksheets for assessing the options

Homework

· Interview a parent /carer about if they have heard of any proposals for the area
· Ask them to explain what terms ELEVATE, public consultation mean and if they have seen them in the local paper or on the local radio station 2BR
· Prepare two questions which you might ask the visiting planner about  the Option you have chosen.
Lesson 9 Objectives

· To interrogate the map Options and clarify and perceptions about the Options available

· To use the visiting planner so that the students can ask relevant questions

· To come to some tentative conclusions about the plans after discussion with the partner and clarifying any problems with the planner.

Starter

· The planner is introduced and welcomed

·  The  teacher has already collected the questions about the Options 1-3

 Mr Mcreavy is able to offer some advice from the questions prepared beforehand and students check out the information

· Students are free to look at the different maps/Options around the room

· The visiting planner is seen as a resource which the students can use

· Groups of students use the three sets of maps which are available around the room

Plenary

· The final 15 minutes of the lesson is used to draw together some of the main issues concerning the selection of the Options chosen.

· Final suggestions can be fielded  

Learning Outcomes

· Students are  able to ask open and closed questions of the planner and teacher present

· In groups the students are able to ask sequential and longer questions

· The teacher is able listen to a range  of ideas in a more informal setting

· The students are encouraged to listen to extended answers when discussing the options

Reources

· Provision of town planner from North West Planning Aid

· Maps for the three Options

· Simplification of some elements for some groups colour coded. 

Homework

· Examine a brochure which has been sent to your house to see how it is presented to the public- note its layout style and use of colour to draw out its message.

· You will have to design and produce a brochure to sell the Option you have chosen for Padiham

Lesson 10 and subsequent finishing off of leaflet Objectives

· To produce a leaflet and or other means of conveying which option you prefer for the regeneration of Padiham

· To take cognisance of the past reasons for improving Padiham and the housing market and include ideas in the promotional leaflet

· To take account of different group  needs  including the business community

Starter

· Hold up different types of brochure to show how professional examples look

· Show main characteristics on interactive whiteboard

· Discussion of what can be found in a good brochure/ leaflet

· The audience this brochure/ leaflet is to be presented to

· Students to be given brief and time limitation

· Use of the additional fieldwork can be presented here and need s to be explained

Plenary

· Hold up examples of good ideas

· Circulate to check out ideas based on Options

· Use data to enable students to back up \their ideas

Learning Outcomes 

· To produce a brochure or other  medium-Power Point  which puts forward the desired Option for Padiham

· The brochure should reflect the needs of the community 

· It should have diagrams and other types of representations

· It might have personal geographies of young people included.

Resources

· Booking of ICT suite for some groups

· Availability of Option data, access to maps for all groups

· Supply of card etc.

Homework 

· Continue brochure

· Look at Burnley Borough web site- ELEVATE 

· Ask  other people in your family about their ideas for Padiham
