	Enquiry question: The better the environmental quality of an area the higher the house price           Lesson: 1

	Learning objectives

To begin to develop an understanding of the local environment both socially and economically. 

To compare the housing environment of Pendle with that of the Ribble Valley.

Pupils will gain a spatial understanding of the area they live in.


	Possible teaching strategies

Starter

All pupils will complete a questionnaire analysing their perceptions of the area they live in.

Aim

To be able to analyse the local area that pupils live in socially, economically and environmentally.

1. Using maps of the local area pupils compare the physical location of Pendle and the Ribble Valley. (PowerPoint)

2. In pairs or small groups study various pictures of houses in both Pendle and the Ribble Valley.  Pupils will decide the location of each house and give their reasons for their decision.

3. For each set of slides various house prices are given. In the same groups pupils should match the house to its price.  During the feedback pupils will stick the price on the appropriate house. (Discussion time)
Extension

Consider other ways of measuring environmental quality.

Homework

Conduct an environmental survey of the street each pupil lives in.  
	Learning outcomes

Students should be able to describe the area they live in.

They should also be able to describe the house price differences between Pendle and the Ribble Valley.

Students will be able to compare the physical location of Pendle and the Ribble Valley.

	Learning objectives

To understand how to write a geographical enquiry.

To analyse environmental data of pupils home area.


	Possible teaching strategies

Starter

In pairs compare the environmental surveys collected for homework.  Consider similarities and differences. Does location affect the environmental quality and thus house prices?

Aim

To write a geographical enquiry about the environmental quality of pupils home area and to compare it to the Ribble Valley.

1. Discuss the hypothesis for the enquiry. Pupils could create their own hypothesis if viable.

2. Write the method of data collection. WHY? HOW?

3. Individually draw a bar graph to show the overall results.

Extension

Think of another way of presenting the overall results. E.g. pie chart, use chart wizard using Excel.

Homework

Write the method in neat.

	Possible teaching strategies

Starter

Pupils will be given a set of secondary data for Pendle and the Ribble Valley.  Draw a pictogram comparing the average house price for each area. 

Aim

To analyse the different social and economic factors that influence house prices in Colne, Pendle and Whalley, Ribble Valley.

To complete the geographical enquiry.

1. Discuss the difference between primary and secondary data.

2. In pairs discuss the results and highlight key areas for discussion.

3. Individually write the analysis of results.

4. Discuss what the pupils have found out about environmental quality and house prices. Review the hypothesis.

5. Write the conclusion for the enquiry.

6. In pairs/groups discuss ways in which the enquiry could have been improved. Are the results reliable?

7. Write the evaluation for the enquiry.

8. Complete the questionnaire evaluating the project.
