Year 10 mixed ability Sawston Village College Lesson 1.

Learning Objectives 

· To understand that there are differences in the housing market across the UK.

· To understand that these differences can be greater within a sub-region than between regions.

· To look at the reasons for a shortage of housing in the SE and a surplus in the NW.

Activities

1) First show a selective PowerPoint presentation of houses in Burnley and locate it in its region and in the UK.

2) Pupils write down first impressions of E. Lancs. Discussion.

3) Second to show housing in Cambridge and point out that it is not all good quality. Write down and then discuss impressions.

4) Thirdly to show random photos of Burnley and Cambridge and then discuss which is which, where and why?

5) Discuss deprivation. The NE has problems of unemployment, low wages, poor housing, deteriorating built environment and multiple deprivation. Govt. is working through organisations such as ELEVATE E.Lancs to improve these areas for the benefit of all.

6) Look at statistics and graph to show house prices in two wards in Pendle compared to the UK averages. Then % of housing stock that is terraced with the price of houses. Then (probably) look at house prices and ethnic change.

7) Plenary: What is the over all impression gained so far today of the above?
