Points to note


	 1.What is the area where I live like ?

	· to identify important features of a place and its location 

· to understand the concept of 'our place' by identifying characteristic features 


	· Pupils brainstorm as individuals or in pairs to produce a mind map to show characteristics of local area. Use Mind Map software to collate ideas on the whiteboard and save in a file.

· Pupils draw a mental map of their local area (5 minutes walking radius of home) then work in pairs or small groups to draw mental map of 5 minute walking radius of school. 

· Compare mental maps of school area. Have people chosen similar characteristics and used similar symbols? What influences the choice of features that have been included?

· Look at OS map of local area (could be done on ICT using multimap if necessary, especially if aerial photos needed). Self-marking and peer-marking of mental maps using the OS map. Pupils should devise their own set of marking criteria.

· Homework: use mental map, OS map and photos/leaflets/drawings to make a poster or PowerPoint presentation called “This is my area”. If PowerPoint is used, the slides should be printed out.

· Plenary – rapid fire round of “one thing I’ve learnt about my area I didn’t know before”

ICT: pupils could use an ordinary/digital/video camera to record parts of the local area that other pupils could not visit. They could use photographs to provide evidence to support their writing. 

Language for learning: this activity provides pupils with the opportunity to ask questions to gain clarification and further information, eg why, how, what when. 



	 2.What are the differences (and similarities) within my area and between my area and other areas?

	· to make comparisons 

· how places are connected 

· to identify how some of the main features of their local area are connected to other places 

· to identify some of the main similarities and differences between their local area and other places 


	· Poster homework to be displayed around the classroom – with authors name. Play Globingo to interrogate the images (eg. Find someone who lives near a park/railway/main road, lives in a cul-de-sac / detached house etc.)

· Show PowerPoint presentation of images from Cambridge and Burnley. 1st time, just look. 2nd time, pupils should place the images into a Venn diagram (mini-whiteboards?) to show which images are for each place, with the overlap being those they are not sure about. Discuss in groups and try to explain how the images were placed. Groups to write a paragraph to explain their choice for 4 images.

· Share paragraphs. Discussion to draw out the key similarities and differences between the areas.

· Research / homework task: PowerPoint/poster presentation to show the main similarities and differences between the two towns.

Plenary- write down one image that all shared, one image of their own and one image they think is held by others of Cambridge, discuss the most accurate image.

	3. If we had a choice which area would we like to (could) live in ? 

	· that people make decisions constrained by and economic, social and financial factors
	· PowerPoint photos – pupils rank them on a sliding scale re. how much they would like to live there; could be extended into a role play eg. Disabled, elderly, family, etc. How do the opinions of these different groups vary?

· Brainstorm ideal housing/area conditions. Links to social and economic conditions – eg. family, job.

· Each pupil should create a thought bubble for display ‘Living the Dream’. This should be illustrated.

	Some differentiation required in role cards –e.g. card includes main needs of that particular group 

	4. Who makes the decisions in real life ?

	· that decision making is rarely made by those having to live with the final decision


	· Display the living the dream thought bubbles on one half of whiteboard.

· Give each pupil a ‘brick’ – they should write something on it that would stop them living their dream (can’t just be money) – these are then collated to build a wall on the board. Link to news items about housing. Highlight price differentials between Burnley and Cambridge and the need for new housing.

	· to write persuasively in ways appropriate to the task and audience

· Geog.1 double page spread about change in Greenwich and sustainability.

· Homework: design a sustainable plan for your area. NB. Could focus on the Arbury Camps site / Cambourne (designed as a sustainable settlement).
