ACTIVITY PLAN:

1. 6th formers are divided into two groups for the day.

2. Groups are issued with 2 house details with no price and no location.

Task:

Students asked to:

a) Describe the houses – annotate the house details.

b) Decide on a value for each house

3. The students feed back and the true house price and location revealed.

Task:

Students introduced to the mystery ie ‘why do two such similar houses have such different values?

Students asked:

What do you want to know to answer the question?

Hopefully students will ask for 

· A map/location

· Evidence that this is not just isolated cases

· To have first hand impressions

· Socio-economic and environmental data

4. Students are introduced to the primary fieldwork task:

a) Gathering photographic/video evidence

b) Completing a bi-polar semantic differential test

c) Using noise/air pollution data logger equipment

Task:

Students taken first to Mellor and then Darwen to complete the fieldwork.

5. Back in school the students are asked what secondary sources of evidence they want. Some will be provided (in a resource pack) including red herrings whilst others will be sought. During the process videoed interviews with eg an estate agent, councillor, DRAG member may be shown.

Task:

Students are asked to create a concept map explaining why the two houses differ in price. Large flip chart paper and coloured pens are provided to help classify or categorise information. Evidence must be provided.

Ideas are fed back.

6. Students are asked to consider if we need a solution to the price differential.

Hopefully the students will suggest that house prices are a symptom of social/economic/environmental inequalities and as such should be addressed.

7. Students are asked to think of solutions to the problems found.

Task:

In a different coloured pen solutions are suggested on the concept map that has been drawn – feedback.

8. Pupils concentrate on the built environment utilising a still and plan of a typical Darwen street in the ADF area. 

Task:

Pupils annotate a plan with suggested improvements to the built environment.

In different coloured pens then underline those which are probable, possible and unlikely.

9. Video interview with Elevate E. Lancs. planner shown to the students to begin the examination of what is being done to improve the built environment of Darwen ADF and mention the pathfinder sites.

Task:

Pupils think of the problems with the solutions offered – including DRAG resource.  


FINAL TASK:


Students are to produce a power-point presentation using all resources available to them to explain why the two houses in Darwen and Mellor differ so much in price.
