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You have produced a model showing the location of the Himalayas and the main features of the mountain range.

In the past two lessons you have investigated the glacial processes operating in mountain areas and the landforms that result from these processes.

Your task is to produce a guide, suitable for 10-12 year olds, to accompany your model. 

The guide should include the following:

· Identification of the different landforms in the Himalayas formed by glacial processes.

· An EXPLANATION, using annotated diagrams as well as text, of how these landforms were formed.  For example what processes led to the formation of a pyramidal peak?
· A section on how the landforms and processes influence people in the area.

The following questions may help you think about this in more detail...

· How might these processes and landforms affect people’s use of the area?

· What hazards might result from these landforms and processes?

· How might this affect the future of the area?  Would these uses of the area be viewed differently by different groups of people? What do YOU think and why?

Your guide should be well presented, informative and detailed. Check your work carefully before handing it in – have you checked the spelling and grammar?

Having investigated the physical geography of the Himalayas in more depth you may decide that you want to add to/improve your model.  If you need to take your model away to do this please check with your teacher first!
