Introductory lesson – Pilot GCSE Short Course
Hello, introduction and registration

Introduction sheet, go through and discuss course, take any questions from pupils.

Working with file paper so get file.

Opening discussion

What is geography about? Begin course by focusing on your own personal geography

Meanings of ‘local’ and ‘local community’.

What do you mean by ‘your local community’ or ‘your place’?



Give pupils time to think, talk and note ideas and to decide what their place is and how they know.

Develop and note shared definition based on pupils’ own ideas.

(Use Birmingham as local place for the class as the course goes on but here focus on individual pupils’ own place).

Importance of perceptions and experience.

Activity – pictorial representation of ‘my place’ for display.

Give key enquiry questions to note down:

· What is my place?

· Where is it?

· What do I know about it?

· How do I feel about this place?

· Why is it important to me – and others?

Work in pairs or small groups to discuss and note initial responses to these personal questions.

Explain this is preparation for a picture strip display to express their responses to the questions.

Plan a picture strip, with a box for each question, to show your personal answers to the questions.

The final picture strip should have a box for each question, be visually interesting and informative, demonstrate ICT use and personal geographical knowledge. The pictures could be a combination of sketches, notes, collage, magazine and newspaper cuttings, internet images and info, maps, photographs, writing by hand and printed. Even take your own digital images.

Private study - Find and collect some of this information in preparation for next lesson.

Next lesson

Begin making the pictorial strips on A4 and A3 paper; initially for display on classroom wall, but later store in file for revision.
My Place

AIM: To prepare and present pictorial answers to the following questions 

· What is my place?

· Where is it?

· What do I know about it?

· How do I feel about this place?

· Why is it important to me – and others?
STEP ONE

Prepare the picture strip.

Work in pairs or small groups to discuss and note initial responses to these personal questions.

Explain this is preparation for a picture strip display to express their responses to the questions.

STEP TWO

Plan the picture strip. 

Plan a ‘picture box’ to show your personal answers to each of the questions.

The final picture strip should have five ‘boxes’, be visually interesting and informative, and demonstrate ICT use and personal geographical knowledge. 

Each box should be A5 size minimum and A3 maximum. They could include a combination of sketches, notes, collage, magazine and newspaper cuttings, internet images and info, maps, photographs, writing by hand and print. Even your own digital images.
