Lesson plan 4 - What a Waste!

Title:  Why do people hold different views? (Part 2)

Duration:  3 hours plus homework

Aims: 
· To develop class discussion and presentation skills.

· To facilitate group co-operation.

· To prepare materials and research for a specified audience.

· To evaluate different responses to environmental issues in relation to consumerism and sustainability.

· To consider how spatial layout of places can influence perspectives

Materials and Resources:

· Stationery

· Display materials

· Whiteboard (or similar)

· Study guide

Content: 

· Students feedback their presentations to the rest of the class. Groups also provide a one page written summary for distribution to the class).

· Class evaluation of presentations.

· Class discussion to decide most appropriate option(s) for environmental sustainability. 

· Teacher summarises key points on board – students take notes.

· Students work individually to produce an annotated collage, model, storyboard, rap, song, cartoon strip or magazine feature to illustrate the outcome of the discussion – “I’m a piece of litter – Get me out of here!”

· Models etc to be completed as homework – when completed can be used as part of display on sustainability and recycling.

Homework:

On-going work on model, collage, etc.

Differentiation By:

· Outcome

· Support

· Task

· Grouping

· Learning style

Assessment:

· Quality and effectiveness of summary

· Effectiveness of communication methods.

· Depth of knowledge and understanding shown in creative task.

‘I’m a piece of litter – get me out of here!’
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Your task is to produce a piece of work that shows what you have learned about the methods available for managing waste.


Your work should show what the alternatives are for dealing with waste – recycling, incineration, landfill, etc.  You should include sufficient detail to explain the advantages and disadvantages of each method, and show how sustainable it is.  For example if you produce a model you should consider using annotation to present the detail.  If you write a song or a rap you should include the details in the lyrics.




You have a CHOICE of how to present your work – you may find it helpful to present your work in a way that uses your preferred learning style.





For example you may want to:


Write a song or a rap (musical learning style)


Make a model (kinaesthetic learning style)


Draw a cartoon storyboard or make a collage (visual learning style)


Write a magazine article (linguistic learning style)


Construct a flow diagram (mathematical-logical learning style)  
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
