SOCIAL JUSTICE

Understanding of:

e the existence and impact of inequality on a variety of
scales

e the impact of uneven development on people’s lives

e unequal power relations

e the fact that actions have both intended and
unintended consequences on people’s lives.

CONFLICT RESOLUTION
Understanding of:

how conflicting demands arise, e.g. from
different perspectives on the environment,
or on resource availability and use

the possible impact of such conflicts ¢

how some conflicts have been resolved

skills of negotiation and compromise in the
context of argumentation.

SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT

Knowledge of the principles of sustainable
development.

Understanding of some of the
interconnections between contexts:
economic environmental, political, and social.
Recognition that some of the earth’s
resources are finite and must be used
responsibly.

Understanding and valuing of
intergenerational equity.

Enquiries into ways of life in the context of
environmental impact — travel, consumption,
tourism.

Understanding of:

e theinterconnections between people and places

e the interdependence between nation states and political
and economic systems globally

e theinterdependence between the 'natural' and 'social'
worlds
